1.1. Course Information. Math 112 ONL (3 credit hours) June 16 - Aug 8, 2025.

1.3. Course Description. Topics: rapid review of basic techniques of factoring, rational expressions,
equations and inequalities; functions and graphs; exponential and logarithm functions; systems of
equations; polynomials; rational functions; and the binomial theorem. Students who need both
algebra and trigonometry should also enroll in MATH 114. Prerequisite: 1.5 units of high school
algebra and 1 unit of high school geometry.

1.4. Required Course Materials.

(1) Computer with webcam and microphone: see section 1.17 for system requirements.

(2) The optional text is Stewart College Algebra.

(3) ALEKS semester access code: see section 1.16 for access and purchase information.

(4) LockDown Browser with Respondus* remote proctoring: see section 1.17 for installation

and purchase information.

* All quizzes and the final exam will be in ALEKS and all require LockDown Browser

with Respondus Monitor. Keep track of your assignment calendar in ALEKS.

1.5. Email. We will use Campuswire for all email and course communication. Go to http:
//www.campuswire.com to access the course page. You must activate your Campuswire account
through the invite sent to your UIUC email. Please note that we only check and respond to email
Monday - Friday between the hours of 9 AM and 5 PM.

1.8. ALEKS Pie Progress and Scheduled Knowledge Checks. You should spend a minimum
of 10 hours per week working in ALEKS on your Pie Progress.

Warning! You must take a Pie Progress Assessment / Knowledge Check when prompted.
If you repeatedly click “I do not know”, then ALEKS will think that you do not know

and you will lose all the progress you made on your Pie.

1.9. Quizzes in ALEKS. ALEKS quizzes will be given bi-weekly. Keep track of your assignment
calendar in ALEKS and note that quizzes always open at 7 AM and close at 11:59 PM (whether
you are finished or not). Quizzes have a time limit of 30-minute per take. You have two tries per
quiz and only the highest score counts. Calculators, unless provided by ALEKS, are not allowed
on the quizzes. Makeup quizzes will not be given. Your lowest quiz score will be dropped at the
end of the course.

1.10. Final Exam. The final exam must be scheduled for Friday, August 8, 2025 or Saturday,
August 9, 2025. The final is cumulative and is 3 hours in length. Calculators, unless

provided by ALEKS, are not allowed on the final exam. Be sure to take advantage of the Practice
Final Exam in ALEKS.

A minimum of 10 hours per week
working on your ALEKS pie and an overall pie percentage of at least 80% are both
necessary, but not sufficient, for passing this course. ALEKS allows you to practice the
techniques to help you understand the material for the course. So, it is very important that you
take ALEKS very seriously and work through all problems in detail. You are strongly encouraged
to seek help sooner rather than later. The course material just gets more difficult as the semester
continues. So, waiting until later in the semester will only make it that much more difficult to

improve your understanding.

1.16. ALEKS. How to Access and Purchase your ALEKS Code.

Math 112 uses ALEKS for course material, this is not the same as the U of I Math Placement Exam
through ALEKS PPL. It is the same technology, but a different course, access, and content than
the U of I Math Placement Exam through ALEKS PPL. You must access ALEKS and purchase
an access code as directed below.

I. To enroll and start using ALEKS, go to the main ALEKS web page at: http://www.aleks.com

and click on the link SIGN UP NOW! (upper right). When prompted, enter the following Course
Code:

Select: “I have never used ALEKS before or I do not have an ALEKS login name.”

II. To purchase your non-refundable $75.07 ALEKS access code click on the “Purchase an
Access Code” link after you have entered the above course code and have continued until you get
to the Access Code Page. You must purchase the 11 Weeks Code (1 Quarter) for this
course. Note (if needed): See Canvas for information on a temporary 2-week access code.

The remaining steps to get into ALEKS are self-explanatory. Once you are in the system, ALEKS
will give you a tutorial on how to use the system. After that it gives you an initial assessment.
Once the assessment is complete, ALEKS will develop an individualized learning plan for you to
learn the Math 112 course material.

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1.17. Respondus and Lockdown Browser. $10 Respondus fee for the semester.

All assessments will be in ALEKS using Lockdown Browser with Respondus. You must take
all of your assessments at the scheduled times. Be sure to install Lockdown Browser with
Respondus at least 2 days prior to your first quiz. Here is the information:

You will need a Windows or Mac computer that enables you to install software. [Note:
Chromebooks are not supported.]

You may use an iPad with a functioning front-facing camera
and microphone. If using an iPad, note that Apple does not allow payment to Respondus to be
made via an iPad. This means that you will need to use a desktop browser to complete the payment
screen. You can then return to using your iPad for the actual quiz or exam. Be sure to access
LockDown Browser and Respondus from inside ALEKS, as then it is connected to

your ALEKS account and independent of your device.

Even if you have previously downloaded LockDown Browser for another course or assignment,
you will still need to download this version as it is unique to ALEKS. For a detailed list of the
system requirements and the download links, go to https://www.aleks.com/support/lockdown_
system_requirements. Run the installation program after the download is complete.

Once Lock DownBrowser is installed, go to the following link with a regular browser to test if
LockDown Browser will launch properly from your computer, as well as to perform the webcam
check: https://www.aleks.com/support/lockdown_test. The Respondus fee is charged prior
to starting an assessment. (One of the steps in the webcam check is a payment screen.)
